News from the SCPhil and Rhonda Hunsinger 
Since its inception, the Symphony League has strongly 

supported the South Carolina Philharmonicõs (SCP) edu-

cational programs, so I am especially excited to share details 

about our latest and most exciting program to date!  

 The SCP  is taking our Young Peopleõs Concerts to an 

entirely new level of engagement for the students and teach-

ers. We are an active member of the League of American 

Orchestras (LAO), which is the professional association 

representing 1,000 orchestras throughout the U.S. Through 

this relationship, our orchestra caught the attention of    

Carnegie Hall , and we were invited to be one of 26 orches-

tras across the U.S. to participate in their Weill Instituteõs 

Link -Up concert program.  

 Weõve always been proud of our childrenõs concerts held 
every February  at the Koger Center, but this new program 

takes the learning experience to an entirely new level. Well 

in advance of the concert, each student is given his own   

recorder to keep, and a colorful, easy -to-follow student guide 

that follows national curriculum standards. The concert pro-

gram itself is interactive, including a sing -along and play -

along video at the concert, so every student can see the mu-

sic and perform with the orchestra from their seats. The 

concert itself has actors and singers on stage with the or-

chestra that entertain and encourage the children to sing 

and play. Our theme this year is òThe Orchestra Rocks!ó, 

and includes a visiting drumline from Dreher High School.  

 Carnegie Hallõs Weill Institute also provides the SCP  

with support that enables us to go out to the schools and 

teach the curriculum to teachers around the Midlands. Our 

Education Coordinator, Kim Sullivan , with the help of 

Symphony League Education Chair Nancy Epting , has 

enlisted the aid of teachers and volunteers, including several 

of our Symphony League members who have been educators 

and best understand the needs of our teachers, students and 

schools! 

 The best part of this partnership is that Carnegie Hall is 

providing all of the materials, except for the recorders, at no 

cost to the students or schools. The SCP must, of course, 

continue to raise money in order to present these concerts at 

the Koger Center , and to purchase the recorders for the 

students. The Symphony Leagueõs continued support is 

one of the main reasons we are able to continue all of our 

education programs, including Link -Up , so please accept 

my heartfelt thanks to all of you!

SC PHILHARMONIC  LINKS-UP with CARNEGIE HALL 

   

The Education Committee has been busy with two major 

efforts this year.   The Adopt-A- Musician program is off the 

ground with musicians scheduled for Forest Lake Elementary 

School in Richland District Two and Oak Point Elementary 

School in Lexington/Richland Five.  Chris Lee, a 

percussionist with the Philharmonic is scheduled for both of 

these schools. This has been made possible through a grant 

with the Irmo-Lake Murray Rotary Club for Oak Point 

Elementary and Emmala Barnett for Forest Lake 

Elementary.   The Symphony League has donated funds for 

another musician that will be placed shortly.  With this 

program, students get to know the musician in a personal way 

and  get to learn about their instrument.   They are also able to 

attend a rehearsal with their parents  as well as attending a 

concert at a reduced rate.  

 

We are working with the Philharmonic Office under the 

direction of Kim Sullivan , Education Coordinator to present 

THE ORCHESTRA ROCKS at our Young People's 

Concerts on February 27 and 28,  2012.  We are one of 26 

orchestras in the nation to take part in "Link Up," a program 

of the Carnegie Hall's Weill Music Institute that offers an 

interactive curriculum that involves and prepares students to 

play the recorder or violin with the Philharmonic when they 

attend the concert.  The "Link Up" program provides teacher 

guides and student workbooks as well as recorders.  These 

materials enable  teachers to prepare students to play along 

with the orchestra at the concert.   We have provided in-service 

to Lexington- Richland Five, Lexington Two, and Richland 

One with the help of Kim Sullivan, Susan Richey, Cheryl 

Black, Carolyn Donges, Ellen Monahan, and Nancy 

Epting.   We plan to provide additional in-service upon 

request.   We are also inviting home schoolers, retirement 

centers, and private schools to participate and attend the 

concert.
